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The Nottingham Enrichment Fund 
The Nottingham Enrichment Fund is administered by the Alumni Relations Office and offers current students (individuals or groups) the chance to apply for a small one-off grant that will help them when undertaking activities that enrich their university experience.  A panel of alumni, staff and Student Union representatives meet annually and award monies for projects taking place mainly during the Summer vacation.

The Fund was started over two decades ago with profits from the sale of the graduate tie, largely to alumni of the University.  As the merchandise range has grown over the years, profit from sales have also boosted the Fund.
